Many details about X’s personal l ife (including his age, source of wealth,
and background) remain unverif ied, and as such have been the subject of
intense fan speculation and various conflicting reports.

X is very secretive about his early l ife. In various interviews, he has claimed
to have l ived in France "a long time ago"; claimed he grew up in New
Orleans, Louisiana; and described having "an entire family" in Chalmette,
Louisiana. In a 2010 interview with Crikey, X gave an age which would
indicate he was born in 1968 or 1969, but Greg Sestero claims in his memoir
that his brother's girlfr iend obtained copies of X's U.S. immigration papers
and found that X was born "much earlier" than he claimed, in an Eastern
Bloc country in the mid-to late-1950s.

Jeffrey Richards, a native of Kent County, points to his house stating how the original
owner played the X card to sell  him the property. “One of those sixes hit the roof of our
building.

Although X was smart enough to make even the most scathing commentary on the
socio-polit ical situation of his times without ruffl ing those in power, there is at least
one known instance when X had to be a victim of state-sponsored censorship.

In 1971,  in a bid to let the world know about their t iny (erstwhile) nation at a time when
he felt the sovereignty of Y was under threat from their immediate neighbours, the
Chogyal (King) and his Gyalmo (Queen Consort) – an American lady by the name of
Hope Cooke – commissioned X to make a documentary on their nation-state. X
accepted the assignment and made the fi lm – a beautiful and educational depiction of
Y and its people.

Unfortunately, the Chogyal wasn’t happy with the final cut of the fi lm, responding
discontentedly to the poverty of the Y people shown in the fi lm. Those scenes were cut
out of the fi lm. Later,  when Y finally merged with its neighbouring country in 1975, the
documentary was banned altogether due to the controversial take on Y's sovereignty in
the fi lm- a ban that wasn't l i fted until  2010.

Much like the 1936 Berlin Olympics, X (an event) was marred by flagrant
controversy, domestic polit ics, and alleged interference and match-fixing by the
authoritarian military junta government in Y, who were using this tournament as
an opportunity for nationalistic propaganda and for the relatively new military
junta to seek legitimacy on the world stage.

The logo for X was based on Z's signature gesture: a salute to the crowd with
both arms extended above his head. This was one of the most famous and
populist images of Z,  and since the design was created two years prior to the
military coup in Y, the military leadership tried to change the competition's logo.
However, at this point,  the design was already broadly commercialized and the
merchandise had already been made, and a forced modification would've
triggered a sea of lawsuits against the country, so the military had no option but
to give up their attempts.
